January 2007 UpCountry SC Section Dinner Meeting Recap

The Upcountry SC Section meeting was held on January 9, 2007 at Ryans Steakhouse. Our guest speaker was Mike
Twitchell, project manager of the Kentucky Brown FGD Projects. During his time with Fluor, he has taught Fluor
staff how to write work scopes and manage change control. Mike Twitchell presented an overview of Extreme
Projects that was executed for the US Government Defense Threat Reduction Agency (DTRA) by Raytheon and
Fluor Corporation. Here is a recap:

The Defense Threat Reduction Agency also known as DTRA, is a program under the US Department of Defence,
delegated to limit the production of nuclear, chemical, and biological weapons of mass destruction in the Former
Soviet Union.

An overview of 4 DTRA projects located in Iraq and Russia were presented:
TORP 71 - SS-25 Missile & Launcher Elimination — Phase 11

o Renovation of Facilities for Demilitarization of SS-25 ICBM Launchers and Support
Vehicles

TORP 79 - Biological Weapons Proliferation Project (BWPP)
e Increasing Safety and Security of Russian Biological Laboratories

TORP 88 - Zheleznogorsk Plutonium Prevention Elimination Project(ZPPEP)
e Design and construction of a new 660 G/cal coal fired power plant near the city of
Zheleznogorsk to supply heat & electricity to the Siberian city so that the ADE-2
weapons grade plutonium reactor can be shut down

TORP 93 - Destroying Weapons of Mass Destruction in lraq
e Supporting the US Government’s DTRA Program in the Weapons of Mass Destruction
program in Iraq
Also discussed were each projects highlight and risks as well as the cultural accommodations in Russia and Irag.
